Vocabulary Narrative



This year, we will be studying vocabulary in a way that may be new to you.  We will be taking unfamiliar words and creating narratives that reflect their meanings.  These aren’t just any narratives, however.  The main characters of these narratives will actually be the vocabulary words!  You will create stories about these “characters” that clearly demonstrate the meanings of the words.  You may wish to consider the following questions:

· How does this word behave?

· What does this word enjoy doing?

· What really irritates this word?

· Who does this word hang around with?

· What is most important to this word?

The narrative must be at least five sentences and include the word’s definition and part of speech at the top of the page.

Models:

A. Elation (noun) - a feeling or state of great joy or pride; exultant gladness; high spirits. 

Elation was so happy it won the tournament that it screamed like a siren and jumped up straight in the air.  Totally excited, it laughed and clapped and could not calm down.  Unfortunately, it couldn’t act somber or get serious and got in trouble for making so much noise.  Fortunately, the outburst didn’t last long and luckily Elation avoided getting a penalty for showboating.  Finally, Elation skipped outside where it could really enjoy itself.

B. Resistance (noun) - the act or power of resisting, opposing, or withstanding; the opposition offered by one thing to another.

Resistance liked to fight back against her parents.  She refused to do the dishes when it was her turn.  Unfortunately, the dishes would get all crusty, making more work.  Fortunately, she didn’t break the dishes because she was nonviolent.  Finally, she had to work twice as hard to get the dishes clean.

C. Equally (adverb) - in an equal or identical manner.

Equally was walking down a very busy street.  It was a Saturday morning and New York City was very crowded.  Equally saw a couple of kids fighting over a piece of gum.  He dashed over to the kids and kneeled down beside them.  He explained to them how to be equal.  There were six pieces of gum and three kids.  Equally started out giving each kid one piece of gum.  After he had done that, there were only three pieces left.  When he passed out all of the pieces of gum, every kid had two pieces and felt the conflict was handled fairly.
